Revised BreakOut 08 Details

Registration

· Please fill out and return the group pre-registration form and payment as soon as possible to reserve your tickets.  Registrations and payment should be sent to the following address:  ATTN. Lori Schramp, Christ Wesleyan Church, 363 Stamm Rd., Milton, PA 17847.  Please make your checks payable to:  I-180 Youth.  T-shirts will only be provided for leaders and paying youth that have been pre-registered by April 1st.  The cost of tickets at the door will be $30.  We will not be refunding any registrations, but registrations may be transferred to different students (although we may not be able to exchange t-shirt sizes in the event of a transfer).

· Registration will begin at 7pm and go until 9pm the day of the event (dinner will be available during registration and for a short time after the rally/concert).  Please be prepared with all of the necessary forms filled out when you come to the registration tables.  This includes your “free visitor registration form”.
· “Visitor for Free” - There are many details changing this year as we try to make BreakOut a more effective outreach event.  The largest difference is how we are doing registration.  Starting this year, we are allowing each of your paying youth group members to bring one visitor for free!  The goal behind this is simple… if your students each bring a visitor, it gives you a great opportunity to connect with some new youth from your area.  They will hear the Gospel presented at the event and have a great first connection with your youth ministry program.  All visitors will also be placed into a drawing for some great prizes to add even more excitement for them.  Who would turn down a free trip to BreakOut?!
· Please bring your completed “free visitor registration form” to the event.  We will copy this form for our records the day of the event and allow you to keep the original copy so that you have the contact information for the visitors you have brought with you.
· Leader Ratio - Each group must have one adult youth sponsor for every 10 students.  These leaders will have free admission and will also receive a free t-shirt if pre-registered with your group by April 1st.  Additional leaders above the 1/10 ratio will be charged the normal rate of $25.
· Waiver/Health Forms – We have provided standard waivers and health forms for your students to be used for this event.  * Please do not mail in your waivers with your registration and payment – you need to keep the waivers and bring them with you on the day of the event.
Food

· We will be providing supper again at no additional charge to you.  This year we will be serving hoagies and italians, among other side dishes.  Dinner will be available during registration and for a short time after the rally/concert.  Some venues will also have food for sale throughout the entire evening.

T-Shirts

· Because of the unknown success of the “bring a visitor” registration scheme, we are going to have to limit the free t-shirts to leaders and paying students who have registered by April 1st.  Visitors and students registered after April 1st will receive a BreakOut wristband and will be eligible for a series of other drawings.  There will also be a limited number of additional shirts for sale.
Transportation

· We are keeping all of the events, including a new rock climbing facility, closer to the church in order to make transportation easier.  We will also be providing limited transportation by school bus for groups that need additional help moving around the various event locations in Milton.  We are asking that all those groups that can transport themselves, to please do so.

Hotels

· We have provided a list of local hotels should your group need one for a driver or any other reason.  We will not be providing any complimentary hotel rooms this year.  To help reduce the cost to $25 and allow for visitors to come free – we are asking each group to take care of their own housing expenses for the trip.  Those of you traveling from farther away may want to increase the cost of the event for your students to help supplement the traveling/housing expenses for your group.  (We will have a designated room for drivers to sleep in at the church also.)
Rock Climbing

· We are adding indoor rock climbing as a new event this year.  The facility will be fully staffed with licensed personal for the entire night.  There are several short climbing walls that do not require a harness and a large 35 foot wall that requires climbers to be fully roped in.  We are offering the rock climbing at no additional cost but it will be on a first come – first serve basis as space is limited.
· The rock climbing facility has their own waiver that must be completed by each person wishing to participate.  * Please do not mail in your waivers with your registration and payment– you need to keep these and bring them with you on the day of the event.  
R/C Car Racing
· Students can bring their own mini-R/C cars to use on our race tracks throughout the night.  Cars must be 1:28 scale including X-Mods, Kyosho Mini-Zs, and iWaivers.  (We will also have several cars available for beginners to use.)
· Just like all other activities, students should be accompanied by an adult leader as they participate.
Swimming

· There will be swimming at the YMCA available to all of the groups.  We ask that your students please bring a modest one-piece bathing suit, towel, and a change of clothes if they wish to swim during the night.
Competitions

· We will have a variety of competitive games lined up throughout the night including 3on3 basketball, volleyball, and various video games.  You will have a chance to sign up and register for these competitions at the event.
