When are we going?  

Tuesday, June 24th – be at the church at 5:30pm. We will be heading down the day before Creation this year, which means we will be setting up the tents that night and the rest of the camp the following day.  We should be home Sunday, June 29th, in the afternoon around 3 P.M.  (A group will also be meeting us down there on Wednesday for those that cannot leave Tuesday night.  Please let us know your transportation plans.  We must have a total count of people, vehicles, and tents when we arrive on Tues. night!!!)
Where is it?

Agape Farm in Mt. Union, PA (About 2 hrs west of Harrisburg)

What is our primary purpose for participating in Creation?

To grow in our relationship with God and in our relationships with each other.

What about "Groups"?

Anytime you do something as a "group" you can not cater to everyone's personal preferences. Every individual can not have their own way! That means that everyone going will have to give up some of their "rights" in order to do what is best for our group.

The Schedule

I. Tuesday

5:30 PM
> Meet at the church ready to go

6:30 PM
> Drive to Agape Farm



> Set up our tents only (bring a flashlight ()

(When we first get there NOBODY is free to run around and scope out the lay of the land until all of our tents are COMPLETELY set up! Do not leave when your particular tent is set up. We will work as a team and then be dismissed after all the work is finished.)

II. Wednesday 

9 AM
> Rise and shine, personal devotions, shower, and breakfast (Breakfast is on your own, we will provide muffins, pop-tarts, oatmeal, cold cereal, etc.)

> Set up the rest of our camp (showers, food tent, campfire, etc.)
> The rest of the day will be great time to check out the Agape Farm, visit the vendors, and enjoy some great group activities

4 - 6 PM
> Dinner (We encourage you to bring money to eat at the many vendors stands near the main stage or else you can prepare some of the alternative meals on your own.) 

6 PM – late
> Evening Rally! There will be no one staying back at camp, visiting the exhibit hall or just running around! We will sit in our extended family groups like one big happy family!  Go directly back to the campsite after the Evening Rally, we will be having a large campfire with snacks, reflection, and worship each night.

III. Thursday - Saturday (An average day at Creation…)

8 AM
> Rise and shine, personal devotions, shower, and breakfast (Breakfast is on your own, we will provide muffins, pop-tarts, oatmeal, cold cereal, etc.)

9 - 11 AM
> Seminars (We will have the main seminar playing at the campsite for those that wish to hang out there.)

12 - 1 PM
> Lunch (We will be providing a large meal each day for lunch, such as spaghetti & meatballs, BBQ, hamburgers & hotdogs, etc.  PB & J sandwiches, ramen noodles, cold meat sandwiches, and breakfast food is the alternative at each meal time.)

1 - 4 PM
> Concerts, seminars, or nap (the adults might need it ()
4 - 6 PM
> Dinner (We encourage you to bring money to eat at the many vendors stands near the main stage or else you can prepare some of the alternative meals on your own.)
6 PM – late
