1. Who is it for?

- Wesleyan Youth Conventions are geared for students grades 7 - College

2. Where is it?

- Orlando, Florida @ Orange County Convention Center & three separate Rosen Hotels and Resorts

3. When is it? 
- December 27 – January 1, 2007

- It will begin with an evening rally on the 28th and end with an evening rally on the 30th, our group will be staying an extra day and night to spend at Universal Studios following the convention
4. What is the event cost breakdown?  (Estimated total cost to be paid to I-180: $500)
- Event & Hotel: $250
- Travel & Transportation: $150

- Extra Night & Universal Studios: $100

5. Are there any additional expenses?
- Food (19 meals): approx. $150

- Spending Money: $50-$100 suggested

- Additional money in your I-180 account may be used for food (let Lori know a few days prior to leaving)
6. What is it?

- Living a holy life now is possible! The message will be clear; God calls us to be like Jesus

Christ. That is the purpose of Set Apart ‘07!
